The Sporting Excellence Scholarship covers 100% of tuition fees for the 2027 Academic Year.
It is conditional on their continued participation and success in their chosen sport.
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Application Process

Parents/carers of applicants are required to complete an Application for Scholarship. Each
application needs to be accompanied by:

Applicant’s Academic Reports for the previous two years (not required if you are an
existing student at MacKillop Catholic College).

Two references in support of the application. This may include the school principal or
a teacher, community leader, parish priest or minister, employer, sporting coach or
club leader. Names and addresses of referees should be provided to validate the
references.

A personal handwritten statement of 400-500 words (to be completed by the
student) outlining their strengths, achievements and how they live the values of
faith, hope, love and respect in their daily lives and schooling.

Registration with and attendance at the placement test/audition.

Application packs available from Student Reception, the College Website and Parent
Portal on Monday 16 March 2026.

Academic Scholarship applicants must register and pay online for the ACER test by
Thursday 2 April 2026.

Scholarship Applications close on Thursday 2 April 2026.

Academic ACER Test at the College on Thursday 30 April, 2pm — 4pm.

Interview for Scholarship applicants will occur from 18 May (Week 5, Term 2).
